Help Prevent Mold and Mildew:

Reduce mildew and mold from developing in your bathroom by allowing proper
ventilation. Although many of us enjoy a long hot shower, this can create mildew and
mold to develop inside your bathroom. Always turn on the exhaust fan and keep the door
open to allow air into the bathroom. Not doing so can cause mildew and mold to develop
on the walls, in the shower, and on the ceiling of the bathroom area.

It is also imperative to keep your air conditioner running during the warmer weather. This
helps reduce the amount of humidity in your home and will help prevent mold from
developing during the warmer seasons.

Air Conditioning Season:

It's hard to believe, but a/c season is already here. Remember to change the filter every 30
to 45 days. Other ways to help keep your system running properly is to keep the
temperature set to one setting. Turning it off or up while you are not home will only make
it work harder when you return during the hottest part of the day.

If you notice your air conditioner is not working properly, call the office as soon as possible
so we can have one of our technicians come by to fix it for you.
